Discussion Iltems

UP Track and Field Finals future site selection discussion which was tabled from the February UP
Athletic Committee meeting was continued. Based upon Kingsford’s long-standing position as the
school host of the UP Track Finals and the large amount of built-in volunteers that Kingsford has
maintained to coordinate the Finals, the committee determined that keeping the UP Track and
Field Finals in Kingsford was the appropriate decision at this time. If Kingsford cannot host
because of site construction or other reasons, Marquette High School will be given the first chance
to host the UP Track and Field Finals in the future. Kingsford HS and Chris Hartman will continue
to update the UP Athletic Committee on future construction planning and challenges should they
become a reality.

The committee was given an update on the legal status of UP Soccer.

The committee had a lengthy discussion on requiring UP Officials to be a part of a registered
association for training and tournament assignments. Feedback will be given to MHSAA staff as
part of statewide feedback on this issue. Video rules training was strongly supported by the
committee.

A potential UP- only MHSAA related survey on topics such as UP involvement in LP MHSAA
tournaments was discussed. Other topics of interest to the committee include five divisions in
some sports and whether or not the 100 student enrollment limit on using 8" graders would benefit
smaller UP schools. Ensuring that superintendents, principals and athletic directors would receive
this survey was key to getting appropriate feedback. The request to do this survey in August would
allow feedback for the UP Athletic Committee to be received in time for the fall meeting. MHSAA
staff will discuss the timing, questions and organization of such a survey.

An athletic assistant. in-service was requested for the UP administrative assistants on an every-
other-year basis. The timing of the UP AD In-service was discussed and the fact that 42 of the 49
UP Athletic Director’s attended the 4/21/22 In-service suggests that the timing is good for the UP.

The next Upper Peninsula Committee Meeting will be held on September 28, 2022 in Marquette at
the Holiday Inn at 8:30 a.m. EST. Future UP Athletic Committee meeting dates beyond this will be
set at the Fall meeting.
