Recommendations to MHSAA Staff

Award teams that lose in the Semifinal rounds of the MHSAA Tournament a token of
accomplishment (at minimum an autograph ball). (16-0)
Tournament Site Selection process: Continue the combined boys and girls basketball and
girls volleyball tournament selection process, but (1) assure committee members represent
all regions of the state, and (2) break out by regions to select district and regional sites and
reconvene as a committee of the whole to consider quarterfinal sites. (16-0)
